Seanõs responsibilities include working with the 

KY Division of Forestry to implement best management 

practices and removing invasive species such as Bush 

Honeysuckle. The invasivesõ thick growth prevents 

other ground vegetation from growing, including sapling 

trees.   Without new growth occurring in the forest,   
normal growth cycles are interrupted when existing 

trees die.
