This visit to LAC was the grand
finale on the students’ “RUN FOR THE
ROSES” to recognize their excellent efforts
put forth during KCCT. For many of these

@ horse and for most of them-their first time ON A HORSE! Not only did they learn
about the different breeds and markings of horses, but they were able to get
up-close and personal with a horse to groom, lead, and best of all-ride! These
children were given the opportunity to become empowered by an experience of
trusting others around them, and most importantly, the horse beneath them.
These unique experiences help to build the students’ belief in themselves and
their abilities, and further strengthen the qualities that made them successful
during KCCT. What a magical day it was for not only the children, but the adults
and staff, too! Everyone was smiling-almost as if we were all in the “winners circle” together.

Another “magic moment” occurred at LAC on Friday, June 11th when students
from Lafayette High School spent the day on our Challenge Course. This group
came to LAC as part of an Enrichment Camp for students with English as their
second language.
